Care

e Wipe the plugs on included cable with a dry cloth if dirty. Using the plug
without cleaning it can cause sound skipping or distortion.

e To clean the earpads and headband, wipe with a dry cloth. Earpads and
headband may fade if sweat or water dries on them. If the earpads and
headband get wet, we recommend wiping them with a dry cloth and
allowing them to dry in the shade.

e For long-time storage, keep the product in a well-ventilated place
without high temperatures and humidity.

e The earpads deteriorate over time due to use or storage. For information
about replacing earpads or other parts, or for information about other
serviceable parts, contact your local Audio-Technica dealer.

B Using the headphones Q 9 G

1. Connect the connector plug of the included cable to the connector jack of
the headphones.

* Do not use a cable other than the supplied detachable cable.

2. Lower the volume on the device you intend to use, then connect the
“Input plug’ to the device's headphone jack.

3. Fit the earpads over your ears with the side marked “LEFT” over your left
ear and the side marked “RIGHT” over your right ear. Adjust the
headband length by sliding the adjustable slider as shown in the figure so
that the earpads cover your ears completely.

4. Turn on your audio device, and adjust volume as necessary.

How to detach the cable

Hold the connector and pull straight out in the direction shown by the arrow.

How to attach the cable
Plug the left connector or right connector in as shown in the illustration.
Please plug the connector in until it clicks.
